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1   MINI-SYMPOSIUM PROPOSAL
A mini-symposium consists of at least two coordinated presentations on a focused topic of significant current interest. Organizers are responsible for contacting potential speakers, ensuring the feasibility of the mini-symposium, and selecting the topics to be addressed. They must also ensure the quality of the abstract accepted for presentation. The conference committee and co-chairs will assist in managing the submission process through the website. Organizers are expected to attend the conference and chair their session, ensuring an opportunity for discussion during the mini-symposium. Please note that organizers should not make any financial commitments to speakers on behalf of BIOT. 1.1   Submission
Those interested in organizing a mini-symposium should submit a proposal to the conference committee and co-chairs no later than 17 February 2025. Please submit your proposal via https://biot.mech.utah.edu/event/4/. The acceptance of the proposal will be communicated to the organizers soon after the deadline.
1.2   Guidelines
The proposal:
· must be written in English,
· must be 200-300 words, 
· must not include figures or tables.
Prospective organizers should consider the following recommendations when selecting speakers in a
mini-symposium:
· Speakers should be selected based on their current research contributions to the chosen topic.

· Speakers who can provide a comprehensive overview of the topic and introduce new ideas for future research and applications are also encouraged.

· A mini-symposium organizer may present in the session they are organizing.

· BIOT discourages mini-symposia where all or most speakers come from the same school, department, or institution.

· The exact format and length of each presentation will be determined by the conference committee and co-chairs, taking into account any suggestions from the mini-symposium organizers.
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
